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NOTIFICATION

No. RULE/170/2025-HOUSING.— In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) of Section

85 read with sub-section (3) of Section 24 of the Chhattisgarh Nagar Tatha Gram Nivesh Adhiniyam, 1973 (No.
23 of 1973), the State Government, hereby, makes the following further amendment in the Chhattisgarh Bhumi
Vikas Niyam, 1984, the same having been previously published as required by sub-section (1) of Section 85 of
the said Adhiniyam, namely:

AMENDMENT

In the said rules.-

For rule 79-D, the following rule shall be substituted, namely:-

""79-D. Energy Efficiency and Green Rating System. (1) In respect of energy efficient building, provisions
of Eco Niwas Samhita (ENS) for residential buildings and Chhattisgarh Energy Conservation Building Code
(CGECBC) for commercial and office buildings shall be applicable. These codes shall be applicable to
buildings having built up area more than 2000 sg.m. and certain categories of buildings like multiplexes,
hospitals, hotels and convention centers, irrespective of their built up area shall comply with the codes.

At the time of building permission approval, the builder/owner/developer shall submit an affidavit to
the concerned urban local body/Nagar and Gram Nivesh office, regarding compliance with the
mandatory requirement of compliance with the codes.

At the time of issuance of Completion and Occupancy Certificate, the builder/owner/developer shall
submit a compliance certificate issued by the authorized technical expert as per the provisions of the
said codes, certifying that the building has been constructed in accordance with the codes. After
submission of Compliance Certificate and other necessary approvals under the Chhattisgarh Bhumi
Vikas Niyam, 1984, Completion and Occupancy Certificate shall be issued.

As per the provisions of the Chhattisgarh Bhumi Vikas Niyam, 1984, Competent Authority may
conduct progress inspection at any stage during construction of building, for any new building,
addition or alteration project, to ensure that the building complies with the Code.
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(5) Inrespect of Green Rating System, the provisions of Indian Green Building Council (IGBC), GRIHA
Rating or any other rating system recognized by the State Government shall be applicable. If Green
Rating Certificate is submitted by a landowner or developer, then on the basis of the said certificate,
Competent Authority may permit additional Floor Area Ratio free of cost as per the following table:-

Sr. No. Lower category or equivalent Additional Floor Area Ratio

1. Platinum Rated / 5 Star / Equivalent 10% of Standard Floor Area Ratio
2. Gold Rated / 4 Star / Equivalent 7% of Standard Floor Area Ratio
3. Silver Rated / 3 Star / Equivalent 5% of Standard Floor Area Ratio

(6) Notwithstanding anything contained in rule 79-C, the provisions of this rule shall be valid."
