(iv) In cases where a building has obtained certification under more than one
recognized Green Building rating system, the applicant shall be entitled to claim
incentiveunder only one certification.

(a) The applicant shall declare the intent to construct a "Green Building”, at
the stage/time of applying for a building permission to the Authority and
shall specify the category of certification level proposed to be achieved as
mentioned in clause (1) above.

(b) The applicant shall, at the time of such application, claim the incentive of
additional FAR corresponding to the declared certification level, which
shall be deemed to form part of the permissible constructionover and
above the Base FARso approved. )

(c) The applicant shall also furnish, in the building permission documents, a
clear statement indicating the portion or area of the building where the
Incentive of additional FAR is proposed to be utilized.

(d) The claim for incentive ofadditional FAR shall be limited to the certification
tevel declared at the time of submission of the building permission
application, and no subsequent revision or enhancement of the claim shall
be permitted unless approved by the Authority.
